When it comes to installation of XM radio on motorcycle I recommend Delphi Roady2 shown at: http://shopdelphi.com/consumers/satradio/roady/details/roady2/. 

There are several reasons for giving preferences to this particular model:

 

1. It cost $50.00 or about $35.00 from on-line vendors. 

2. It receives the same XM channel as all the rest of Delphi radios.

2. It is cheap to replace in case of loss or damage caused by rain/dirt, since none of the Delphi units are sealed.

3. It comes with a cradle compatible with 1.5" x 1.3" industry standard screw hole mounting pattern. There fore it can be installed on my "Base Plate II" as shown at: http://gadgetguy.net/PhotoGallery/BMWK1200GT_BKIII_BPIIwRoady_BPIwV1.htm.

4. MyFi does not work well (not to say at all) in buildings and in dense forest and yet cost $200 more.
