Installation of Garmin GPSMAP 76Cx on BMW K75S requires following components:

2. “Base Plate II”, P# ABP00002-0000 or ABP00002-0101 at: http://shop.store.yahoo.com/gpsforless/baseplatei.html 
3. Optional "Extension Joint Assembly" can be added for additional positioning adjustability of GPS. It's P# AEJ00002-0000 or AEJ00002-0101 at: http://shop.store.yahoo.com/gpsforless/exjoasforbap.html 
4. “Marine Mount for 76 series of GPS and GPSMAP”, P# 010-10300-00 at: http://gpsforless.stores.yahoo.net/mamofor76seo.html 
5. “Power/data cable”, P# 010-10082-00 at: http://gpsforless.stores.yahoo.net/powerdatacable.html. It allows connecting GPS directly to motorcycle battery or to motorcycle “ignition dependent” power source. 
Installation of Kit II requires drilling two holes in plastic cover over the bolts in handlebar clamps.

Sample of similar installation can be found on Harley Davidson Road King shown below

Installation process requires drilling two holes in handlebar cover in order to access the bolts in handlebar clamps. Holes are oversized in order to fit in the rubber grommets that fill the gap between the edges of the holes and the spacers as well as hiding possible misalignment between the centers of the holes and centers of the boltholes in handlebar clamps. Making holes does not require removal of the chrome-plated cover from the bike, but it does require some metal working skills. At this time the rubber grommets are not included in the kit. There fore the diameter of the holes in handlebar cover is defined by the size of rubber grommets available to the installer. Usually automotive stores like Pep Boys carry good selection of grommets.
