First of all, since Garmin “XM receiver” does not have any buttons or switches on it, there is no real need for it to be located any where in front of the rider. It can be positioned anywhere on motorcycle, preferably hidden under the fairing or in the glove compartment. This does not necessarily makes installation permanent. Garmin GXM30 XM receiver connects to Garmin GPS units via industry standard USB cable. So you can have one cable permanently installed on motorcycle and use another cable in case you need to move GPS and XM receiver in to another vehicle.  

Motorcycle fairing parts are made out of radio transparent material. So, unless you have some sort of extra light carbon fiber (which is radio non-transparent) aftermarket fairing, you may be able to hide the receiver under it. Preferable location is on top of the headlight in front of instrument panel under the front piece of fairing, or generally in that area as long as the receiver has direct line of sight of the sky above, not tilted more than 30 degrees and not covered by metal. Do not try installing the receiver under the motorcycle seat. You will have problem with reception.

If however hiding receiver under the fairing is impossible, than installation of XM Radio on GadgetGuy bracket kits requires following components:

Installation of Garmin GXM 30 smart antenna on my Base Plate I or Base Plate II can be accomplished in two ways:

 

Option 1 (removable)

 

1. Cut off the "ears" on the steel plate supplied with antenna matching the footprint of the antenna.

2. Drill 3-4 holes in it matching one of the screw hole patterns on Base Plate II.

3. Attach the steel plate to Base Plate II with the screws provided with Base Plate II.

4. Use magnetic feature of the antenna to connect antenna to steel plate.

 

Option 2 (permanent)

 

1. Drill two screw holes in Base Plate II matching the screw hole pattern at the bottom of GXM 30 antenna.

2. Attach GXM 30 antenna to Base Plate II permanently with the screws not supplied with Base Plate II.
