Installation of Roadmate800 and Passport 8500 on Honda PC800 will require following steps (components):

1. “Bracket Kit II” modified for installation on your motorcycle. Modification will include longer mounting bolts and more spacers on each mounting bolt. Also the length of the crossbar may be modified. 
2. I suspect that under the handlebar cover the handlebar installation is actually look like the one on Suzuki Burgman shown below: [image: image1.jpg]


 


   There fore mounting locations for installation of “Kit II” will be as shown on the following picture: [image: image2.jpg]



3. Installation of the “Kit II” will be similar to installation on H-D Road King shown at: http://gadgetguy.net/PhotoGallery/HDRoadKing.html
4. Once the crossbar of the “Kit II” is in place, the “Base Plate II” can be installed on the crossbar. 
5. This is where it may get tricky. You will have to figure out which Magellan component to use in order to install your RoadMate 800 on “Base Plate II”. Attached you will find PDF file with drawing of “Base Plate II”. It will give you all the dimensions of the base plate. You could use the round surface of the base plate as mounting surface for dashmount: [image: image3.jpg]

 and than attach the universal cradle: [image: image5.png]



I am not sure if the Universal Cradle could be attached to “Base Plate II” directly. If it can be done, it would probably be the best option. I never did these particular set up. There fore it is just a suggestion. There are plenty of measurements to take of different parts and match them together. This project is not “plug and play” kind. As far as I know there is no such a thing as set up specifically for Honda PC800. There fore it is a mix and match kind of set up.

As for installation of radar detector I recommend “Base Plate I” setup. It is shown at: http://gadgetguy.net/Catalog/Page09/Page9_BasePlateI.html

It shows Valentine 1, but the mechanics of installation are the same.

I also recommend using “Extension Joints” (http://gadgetguy.net/Catalog/Page12/Page12_ExtensionJoints.htm) for “Base Plate I” and “Base Plate II”. The use of the “Extension Joints” is shown at BMW K1200GT link. They will allow off set the base plates from the crossbar by 1.7” and allow greater flexibility for positioning of base plates between your eyes and the dashboard.

Of course there is a question if there is enough space between the handlebars for RoadMate 800 and radar detector.
