When it comes to selecting GPS unit for installation on motorcycle, there are only few GPS units that should be considered:

1. Zumo

2. StreetPilot 2610

3. StreetPilot 2720

4. StreetPilot 2730

5. StreetPilot 2820

6. Quest

7. Quest 2

8. GPSMAP 376c

9. GPSMAP 378

10. GPSMAP 478

Units 1-7 are designed for street navigation and GPSMAP (8-10) is designed for marine navigation, but has street navigation capability of a StreetPilot family.

Zumo and StreetPilot family is the most popular choice for street navigation. Quests and GPSMAP family is usually used for off road travel.

The best way to find out which GPS fits your needs is at: http://www.garmin.com/mobile/compare.jsp.

They are all:

1. Waterproof to IPX7 standard, which means - ability to withstand accidental submerging under 1 meter of water for 30 minutes.

2. Use solid-state electronics memory media like Compact Flash memory cards, Garmin memory cards, or integrated memory boards (carry entire US and Canada map data base.)

3. Capable of carrying sufficient amount of map data for cross-country trips. (US maps data base is 1.7GB. California maps database is approximately 120MB.)

4. Offer dedicated audio output for connecting to your on-board audio system like:

a. Autocom (http://www.autocomamerica.com/docs/systemConfigurator.cfm)

b. StarCom1 (http://www.starcom1.com/
c. Baehr (http://www.baehrusa.com/)

d. MixIt (http://www.mixitproducts.com/)

or directly to helmet speakers.
