Installation on Kawasaki ZZR1200 with GenMar risers (http://www.zianet.com/GenMar/) requires “Kit II plain aluminum for R1200C with 50mm SHCS in handlebar clamps”, P# ABK02070-0000 or ABK02070-0101 at: http://shop.store.yahoo.com/gpsforless/unbrackitii.html. It provides longer mounting bolts for accommodation of GenMar risers. This configuration allows installation of one gadget on the crossbar.

This installation uses “Kit II plain aluminum modified for BMW R1200CL/CLC, R1100R”, P# ABK-02020-0000 or ABK-02020-0101 at: http://shop.store.yahoo.com/gpsforless/unbrackitii.html. It comes with 6 spacers on each mounting bolt. Two spacers on each mounting bolt are removed. 

This configuration allows raising the crossbar in to position where two gadgets can be installed side by side.
