At this time I have "Bracket Kit III modified for GL1500". It creates a crossbar between the handlebars on GL1500. There are quite a few installation options described in attached Word file.

Installation of satellite radio like Roady on the crossbar of "Bracket Kit III" requires following component:

Additional "Base Plate I" or "Base Plate II" with or without extension joints can be used for installation of the holster for cell phone or portable CB unit. Simply use the face of the base plate as mounting surface for the holsters. You may be able to use existing screw hole pattern on the base plates of make new screw holes if necessary.

As for cup holder, I don't make them.

 

Length of the crossbar (about 18.75") is limiting the number of gadgets, which can be install between the handlebars. There fore I suggest starting with installation of GPS and XM radio. 

My guess, you will have space on the crossbar for may be one more gadget.
