Installation on St1100 is a bit tricky since the handlebars are wrapped in plastic cover.

But it is possible and has been done.

Unfortunately I don't have any pictures of installed bracket kit, so I will try to explain the installation process as detailed as possible.

 

I suggest using "Bracket Kit II" with "Base Plate II for installation of StreetPilot III deluxe on ST1100.

Initial introduction for Kit II can be found at: http://gadgetguy.net/Catalog/02/KitII.html. 

Bracket Kit II should be installed on front or rear pair of boltholes in handlebar clamps.

The length of mounting bolts in the kit should be 130mm. It is long enough to replace OEM M8 x 30mm long clamping bolts in the handlebar clamps, accommodate 7 x 0.5" tall spacers and "Swivel Joint". 

In order to allow the installation, two holes must be drilled in the plastic handlebar cover above the front or rear pair of bolt holes in handlebar clamps. They will allow the stack of spacers on mounting bolts to extend above the cover:

The rest of installation is quite simple:

“Base Plate II” is installed on the crossbar of the bracket kit. It provides mounting surface for installation of Garmin GPS cradle. Detailed information about “Base Plate II” can be found at: http://gadgetguy.net/Catalog/11/BasePlateII.html.

There is one problem, which I have: it is finding 130mm long mounting bolts. So, in the past I used threaded rod, which I cut to required length. One end of the rod would go in to handlebar clamps. Than the stack of spacers and “Swivel Joint” would go on the rod and “A Corn” chrome plated nut would tighten the assembly.

All components are available:

“Kit II plain aluminum modified for BMW R1200CL/CLC, R1100R” P# ABK02020-0000 or ABK02020-0101 at: http://gpsforless.stores.yahoo.net/unbrackitii.html. It gives you 6 x 0.5” spacers on each mounting bolt. I can add one or two spacer on each mounting bolt and replace mounting bolts in the kit with M8 threaded rod and “A Corn” nuts to complete the kit.
