Before getting in to installation details, I would like to make sure; that you know that c320 is not waterproof. It is not water resistant either. If you go to: http://www.garmin.com/products/comparison.jsp and select StreetPilot 2610 and StreetPilot c320 for comparison, you will see that c320 is rated at IPX0 and 2610 is rated at IPX7. You can find the meaning of it at: http://www.e-headlamps.com/ipx_waterproof_standard.asp.

Therefore a "shower cap" kind of precaution will be necessary on any early morning or rainy day. 

It does not have a dedicated output for audio voice prompts. Therefore it is impossible to interface it in to in-helmet speakers. Built-in speaker of the unit can be heard only up to about 40 MPH. Above that you are unlikely to hear your GPS.

Based on this, StreetPilot 2610, GPSMAP 276C or Quest presents far better choices or motorcycle environment.
