Additional adjustability in positioning of GPS can be achieved by installing optional “Extension Joint for Base Plate I” [image: image1.png]


on the crossbar of the “Bracket Kit II”. It will offset the “Base Plate I” by 1.7” from the crossbar and allow three-dimensional adjustment.

However, I personally do not recommend using StreetPilot i2 on motorcycle for the following reasons:

1. It is not waterproof

2. It does not have audio output which can be connected to in helmet speakers

3. The screen is too small to read directions on the move

4. At speeds above 40MPH rider cannot hear the voice prompts from the built-in speaker
