Installation of TomTom Rider on 1987-1995 R100RT may be accomplished with following bracket tree components:

1. “Bracket Kit II”, P# ABK02010-0000 or ABK02010-0000 at: http://gpsforless.stores.yahoo.net/unbrackitii.html. The M8 x 80mm long bolts in the bracket kit will have to be replaced with threaded rod M8 x 140mm long with A-Corn nut on one end. The reason for using threaded rod instead of 140 mm long bolt is that I don’t have a source for such a long bolt.
2. Optional “Extension Joint Assembly” P# AEJ00002-0000 or AEJ00002-0101 at: http://shop.store.yahoo.com/gpsforless/exjoasforbap.html may be added for additional adjustability of positioning of GPS.
3. “Base Plate II”, P# ABP00002-0000 or ABP00002-0101 at: http://shop.store.yahoo.com/gpsforless/baseplatei.html 
4. Cradle for TomTom Rider (supplied in GPS package)

5. Power cable (supplied in GPS package)
