I have never had a chance to install XM radio on RoadGlide. There fore I can only suggest that the following bracket tree combination may accommodate installation of XM radio on H-D RoadGlide:

1. “Bracket Kit II”, P# ABK02090-0000 or ABK02090-0101 at: http://shop.store.yahoo.com/gpsforless/unbrackitii.html (bottom of the page).

2. “Base Plate II”, P# ABP00002-0000 or ABP00002-0101 at: http://shop.store.yahoo.com/gpsforless/baseplatei.html
3. Additional adjustability in positioning of “Base Plate II” can be achieved with optional “Extension Joint for Base Plate II”, P# AEJ00002-0000 or AEJ00002-0101 at: http://shop.store.yahoo.com/gpsforless/exjoasforbap.html
“Bracket Kit II” shall be assembled as shown at: http://gadgetguy.net/PhotoGallery/BMWR1150GS%20BKII%20BPII%20.htm
It will probably require longer mounting bolts with extra 1/5” tall spacers on each bolt, which I can add to your order. Installation will require drilling two holes in plastic shell covering the handlebar clamps similar to installation on Road King shown at: http://gadgetguy.net/PhotoGallery/HDRoadKing.html. The rear pair of bolts in handlebar clamps should be used for installation.

“Base Plate II” will provide the mounting surface for the cradle of XM radio. Sample of such installation can be found at:
