Most of Delphi radios come with cradles, which carry a screw hole pattern of 1.5 x 1.2”. My “Base Plate II” has the same screw hole pattern.

Roady 2 is the most applicable in motorcycle environment. It is cheap, small and comes with the cradle that holds the radio better than other cradles.

Additional gadgets can be added on the bracket kit crossbar at later date.
