When it comes to installation of iPod, the very first question is: Does it have a micro hard drive or it is one of the latest models with solid-state memory. If it has micro hard drive – keep it in fanny pack, pocket or tank bag, where it is not directly attached to motorcycle.

If it is one of the latest models with solid-state memory, you can install it as additional gadget on the crossbar of my Kit III with addition of following components:

1. "Base Plate II" P# ABP00002-0000 or ABP00002-0101 at: http://shop.store.yahoo.com/gpsforless/baseplatei.html. When positioned vertically Base Plate II provides mounting surface for the cradle or holster for iPod, which can be found at: http://www.ram-mount.com/. Drilling some holes in Base Plate II will be required for accommodation of the RAM mounting screw hole pattern. Please note that this installation features iPod with micro hard drive, which failed continuously. That is why I recommend iPod with solid-state memory.
